The advantage of the transcriptsmver the summary is that in addition to complete details of
the work done there are particulars a thorkmen involved, the actual days worked and the
material brought on to the site.

Whilst every effort has beenade to transcribe words correctly, this does not mean every word
has been correctly transcribed and there are instances where the Secretary hand has proved
indecipherable.
